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RAGOUM TECHNIQUE AND PATTERNS

Ragoum is a technique of weaving in which the weft appears on
the face, meaning that the warp threads completely disappear
under the weft thread. Unlike the well known Sadu patternsin
which the warp appears on the face, we find that Al Ragoum is
woven by twining or wrapping one or two weft threads around a
group of threads.

The term "Al Ragoum" refers to both a specific weaving method
and the designs created using it. It is a pattern made up of many
rows of triangles in a multitude of colors.

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JANAH HANBALIYYA
Compromises many rows of triangles
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SHANF HANBALIYA
One row of 4 or 5 triangles across the width of the woven piece
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HANBALI

A large rhombus consisting of at least five colors, each color
surrounded by a preceding one. In the middle of this rhombus is a
background of one color
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NOUS HANBALIYYA

The same design as the Hanbaliyya, but the decorative unit
is half a rhombus
